
We’re not much for secrets here in the 
Shuswap, but if we did have a best-kept 
secret, it would be Carlin Hill Lavender.

There are hundreds and hundreds of 
lavender plants (really, we’re not exaggerat-
ing). But it’s not just lavender. They’re actu-
ally like a mini Butchart Gardens with 
tulips, daffodils and roses.  

What does one do at a lavender farm? 
For starters, you go to the Garden Cafe. In 
the tranquility of the garden, with the scent 
of lavender and the sound of the waterfalls, 
Royal Tea is served on fine china with linen 
napkins and tablecloths.  Or you can pay a 
little extra for the Full Afternoon Tea. Next 
you can take a self-guided tour and enjoy 
the gardens. (There is a small fee to go in). 
Next, you check out the shop where 
everything is made from lavender, essential 
oils, sachets, eye pillows/stress busters, 
bubble bath, lotion and even lavender mar-
malade.

To find this little piece of paradise go to 
4154 Eldon Frontage Road in Tappen. It’s 
not far off the Trans Canada about 15 min-
utes outside of Salmon Arm. Call toll free

They’re open on the weekends in May, 
June and September from 11:30 a.m. to 
4:30 p.m. In July and August the hours are 
the same but they’re open every day 
except Tuesday.
